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	ABC University and its partners will provide a report borne out of a dual, quantitative and qualitative, methodology for research.  Quantitative data uses numbers to express the findings of the research while qualitative data uses words.  The effect of using a dual methodology are that the numbers of the quantitative research are brought alive by the intensely human stories of the qualitative data.  

In essence, the numbers speak with a human voice.

The quantitative research process outlined in the facing graphic provides for a data collection instrument to be created and tested before it is sent to the sampling population.  Our team is a diverse partnership with a diverse constituency and provides for rich data collection across the spectrum of organizations dealing with violence against women.  The statistical information will be analyzed using the SPSS program and standard statistical methods.  The quantitative and qualitative data will be analyzed separately and communication between both analytical groups will be non-existent.  The goal of this approach is to allow both segments of the research to stand on its own merits.  During the last phase of the research both methods will be compared and contrasted before the data is aligned to tell a comprehensive story.  While we will present correlated information for the final report, if any anomalies in the data exist we want them to show through during the initial phases of the research.  Many times the discoveries of anomalies can be vital to understanding the underpinnings of not only the research but the current policies in place.
