4. Web Design
· Title of web page in title bar of browser (different from filename)

· Background color or image

· All pages should be in your site folder (last name) 

· 4 horizontal bars (minimum)

· 2 tables

· 4 images (one a link, see below)

· Last updated information

· Created by information

5. Links

· At least 8 external links

· At least 4 internal links

· At least 1 email link

· At least one of the above links from an image

· All links are embedded

6. Upload Site

· Web site needs to be successfully uploaded to the Johns Hopkins server before the gallery walk.
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
