Save your Page

1. Click File on the menu bar

2. Click Save As:
3. Click the down arrow beside Save In:

4. Locate where you want to save your page.

5. Click in the box beside File Name:
6. Type the word Index. Your Home Page should be named Index.
7. Click Save.

8. A pop up window will appear if you have not given a title to the current page.  

9. I called my Index page Mr. Lehman’s Classroom page.

10. Create a Folder called Web Site to put your pages in.
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Page Colors and Propertied

1. Click Format on the Menu Bar.

2. Click on Page Color and Properties.
3. Click the General Tab.
4. You can change the title of the page here.

5. You can also type a description for your page.

6. Now, Click on the Colors and Background Tab.
7. Click on the Background button. (You should leave the other buttons alone unless you are an advanced user)

8. Pick a color from the Pallet. If you want to guarantee that your color remains the same for every user that views your page, click on one of the preset colors.

1. Latter on you may want to find an image from the Internet. Find a picture and save it to your hard drive. In the above window click in the box below Background Image.
2. Then click on Choose File…
3. Locate the image that you want to use for your background.

4. Click Open
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Click OK
Inserting Tables

· Tables are your Friend. Put Everything in a table... Yes.. everything.... Pictures, Text, links..etc... Trust me on this one. 

1. Click Insert on the Menu Bar. 

2. Move your mouse down to table then move your mouse to the right. 

3. Click on Table. 

4. The Insert Table window will come up.

5. To insure that your page is consistent no matter who views it, use the following settings: Table Width 580 pixels.
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In Border Line Width, type a zero beside pixels. Only the contents of your table will appear. Your table will be invisible.

7. If you want to see the border, type in 1 beside Border line width.

8. Change the number of rows and columns as you see fit. 

9. You can align the table on the left or in the center.

10. Click OK
To Change your Table When it is on your Web Page

1. If you want to change the table. Right click on it
2. Click on Table Properties.
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Text

1. Insert text just like you would in Microsoft Word.

2. You can also insert Word Art or Flaming Text

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Click the link button.

3. This will open your page in Netscape Navigator.

4. This is a new window.

5. You can see what your page will actually look like and check your links.

6. You may have to hit the Reload Button.

7. When you are done checking your page, close this window


Targets

Insert the Target

· Using targets can let the people who use your web page move around your page without scrolling all the time. 
· When you click on Targets at the top to get here... you were using a target. The word "target down here... is a target. The word "Target" above has a link to get to the target. 
· Now that you are totally confused. Let’s make a target.
1. Go to where you want the target to be.
2. Click on Insert on the menu bar.
3. Click on Target. 
4. You will need to name the target.
5. Click OK
6. A small icon will appear beside the target.

Link to the Target

1. Now go to the top of the page.

2. Highlight the text or object where you want to place the link.

3. Click on the Link button.

4. Click on the Link Tab

5. Under the box that says, “Select a named target in current page”.

6. Click on the name of the target that you just created.

7. The target that I created is called MyTarget . (SEE BELOW)

8. Click OK

9. Remember to save your page and preview it to see if the link works.


10. Always put a target at the top of your page (called "top" and link back to it below every new subject. Like the one below.

Inserting a Picture

Create a Folder to Place your ClipArt and Pictures in

1. From your Desktop. Double Click on My Computer

2. Find the folder that you are putting your web page in.

3. Create a Folder within that folder.

4. Call it Images
Find a Picture from the Internet

1. Go to the following site and find a picture you like.

2. Right Click on the Picture that you want.

3. Click Save Picture As.
4. Save the picture in the images file that you just created.

Insert the Picture into the Web Page

1. Click on the web page where you want to place your picture.

2. Click the Image button.

3. Click on the Image tab

4. Click Choose File

5. Locate the image that you just saved in your image folder.

6. Double Click on it.

7. Click OK.

Insert a Link From a Picture

1. Double Click on the picture that you want to link from.

2. Click on the Link tab

3. Click on the Alt.Text/LowRes

4. Type a Name for your picture in both the Alt Text Box. This will allow visually impaired students to hear the link using adaptive programs.


5. Click OK

6. Follow the direction above for inserting a link.

· Link to a site on the Internet
· Link within the page. (Targets)

Create Another Page

1. Click the New Button

2. Click Blank Page.

3. Give a title to the new page. Read the direction above or click here to go up.

4. You will need to save the page. You can call it anything you want except Index.

· NOTE: You may want to create a page and call it Blank to use as a template for your other pages. It will save you redoing the things that stay the same on all of your pages.


Linking to the New Page

1. Go back to the Index page

2. Type text that you want to link to the new page.

3. Highlight the text.

4. Click the Link button.

5. Click the Link Tab.

6. Click the Choose File button.


7. Click the down arrow next to Look In: to locate the new page that you created.

8. Click OK.
9. Save the Index page and Preview it. Click on the link to see if it works.

Tips and Tricks
Bullets and Numbering

I have had no luck using bullets and numbering. It has always been easier just to insert my own number or use an image for bullets. 


Naming Files

· Make sure that any web pages that you create or files that you link to have no spaces in their names. This is also true for Clip Art and Pictures.

· If you do not do this.. links will not work when they are on the web.
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
